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Second Harvest Food Bank

The Brookville Area Food Pantry has had an association
with the Second Harvest Food Bank of Erie for more than 20
years. Last year they purchased almost 100,000 pounds of
food from Second Harvest which amounted to 90% of the food
that was distributed. Food purchased from Second Harvest
costs 11 cents a pound.

Since its inception in 1982, Second Harvest has increased its
distribution of food from 445,000 pounds to 6.5 million
pounds, distributing to 239 agencies in 11 counties. They have
simply outgrown their current facility.

They have purchased and are renovating a 10 year old
building in Erie which will double their space, enabling them
to provide better service and more food to their agencies. So
far, Erie County has contributed $1.8 million to their $3.3
million project.  Second Harvest is now asking other
participating counties to help.

Darr Briggs, Bob Bickerstaff, and Father Joseph Staszewski
are coordinating efforts in our area to support this project.
