Proverbs 22:1-2, 8-9, 22-23: Proverbs 

contrasts the lives of the rich and the lives of 

the poor.  This passage stresses the 

importance of a good name, the responsibility 

of the rich for the poor, and the duty of the 

powerful to care for the powerless. 

James 2:1-10 (11-13), 14-17: James relates 

the responsibilities of Christians directly to 

the concerns expressed in Proverbs, stressing 

charity as a sign of living faith. 

Mark  7:24-37: Jesus is encountered by a 

Syrophoenician woman who earnestly 

beseeches him to heal her daughter.  Though 

the woman and her daughter are Gentiles, 

Jesus reaches out in compassion and heals the 

daughter.

Proverbs 1:20-33: Wisdom is personified as 

a person who cries out in the streets, calling 

to people to trust in her wise counsel and 

thereby thrive in life.    

James 3:1-12: The letter of James speaks of 

the qualities of teachers and the power of 

words and speech for good and for ill. 

Mark 8 :27-38: In Caesarea Philippi Jesus 

asks his disciples, ñWho do people say I 

am?ò  Peter responds by answering, ñYou are

Proverbs 31:10-31: Proverbs extols the 

valorous woman, the wife and mother who 

shows great wisdom in all her undertakings. 

James 3:13to 4: 3, 7-8a: James says there 

are two paths that one can follow in life.  One 

path is the way of worldly wisdom that 

ultimately leads to death.  The other path, that 

of heavenly wisdom, is humble, merciful, and 

fruitful. 

Mark  9:30-37: In this passage Jesus instructs 

the 12 that he is to be betrayed, killed, and 

resurrected on the third day.  Then Jesus 

teaches his ambitious followers about the 

shape of faithful discipleship by taking a little 

child in his arms and blessing the child.
